7.COOKING GUIDE LINES

&Take care when frying as the oil and fat heat up very quickly, particularly if you're using
Power Boost. At extremely high temperatures oil and fat will ignite spontaneously and this
presents a serious fire risk.

WARNING: Ensuring Adequate Ventilation

Make sure the ceramic hob is well ventilated and that air inlet and outlet are not blocked. In
order to avoid accidental touch with the overheating bottom of the hob, or getting
unrespectable electric shock during working, it is necessary to put a wooden insert, fixed by
screws, at a minimum distance of 50mm from the bottom of the hob. Follow the requirements
below.

The electrical power system of an electric or induction cooktop, must include:
- A double breaker of 20A on each side minimum.
